National Pollution Prevention day 2" December
National pollution Prevention day in India is observed on December
2nd to commemorate the victims of the Bhopal Gas tragedy, which occurred
pouur%:&ﬁgé\hunou on December 2,1984. The day aims to raise awareness about the deaths caused
by polluted water, land and air, and to highlight how to prevent industrial
disasters.

Pollution is the addition of any substance or form of energy to the
environment, such as solids, liquids, gases, heat or sound. It can be caused by
many factors, including: Bursting crackers, Carbon emissions, Bomb blasts, and
Gas leakage from industries.

Pollution is a major global problem that affects the quality of life and
health of people. According to the National Health Portal of India, around 7
million people die from air pollution each year.

Human Rights Day ( 10*" December )
The date was chosen to honor the United Nations General Assembly’s
adoption on 10 December 1948, of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights
HUMA RIGHTS DAY (UDHR), the first global enunciation of human rights and one of the first major
o achievements of the new United Nations.

The day is normally marked both by high-level political conferences and
meetings and by cultural events and exhibitions dealing with human rights
issues. Besides, it is traditionally on 10 December that the five-yearly United
Nations Prize in the Field of Human Rights and Nobel Peace Prize are awarded.

Many governmental and non-governmental organizations are active in the

human rights field also schedule special events to commemorate the day, as
do many civil and social-cause organizations.
